Michael Williams’s “Wall Dog” shows depicts a different aspect of contemporary life: the focus on selfself-reflexivity. Artists Owens and Williams show us the wonder and simplicity of fairytale and the focus on selfself-reflexivity of the digital age. These are not new. The Neanderthals cavemen created bestiaries, particularly of animals they didn’t did not see every day, animals that inspired them. The Babylonians closely examined behavior, carefully carving 282 laws and punishments into a human-size stele. “The Forever Now” shows somehow manages to capture both the ‘feel’ of the present moment and of every point that came before.
